Typical Schedule, Technical Apprentices:
•  The technical apprentices work five/six days a week (40-50 

hours during build weeks).
•  Technical work:

-  9 a.m.—12:00 p.m. followed by 1 hour lunch
-  1 p.m.—7 p.m.

•  Crew calls may vary schedules
•  ASM’s work all mainstage rehearsals
•  On performance nights, call is 4 p.m. for site preparation; 

site cleanup immediately after performance for ½ hour.

Compensation
•  Free housing (shared campus dormitory or other campus 

housing with other apprentices or professional staff)
•  $150 per week food reimbursement
•  Various Master classes will be offered by senior company 

members who are working professionals in the L.A. area
